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. This thesjs has two objectives, Fjrst is to study the allocation
of time of child labour in_low “income housing areas in Bangkok in both
market and non-market activities. Second is"to identify the important
factors determining such time allocation.

_ _Results of the study show that about 85.4 ﬁercent of child labour
in low income housing areas” allocated between 1-8 hours a day for market
activities, only a small portion of 14.6 percent worked more” than 8 hours

a day. Magor Rornon of child labour allocated about 2 hours a day in
houséwork and has sufficient restln% time of about 15-16 hours a day. It
can therefore be concluded that child's allocation of time for both market
and non-market actjvities and for leisure have little effects on their
physical and mental conditions. However this stud){_ alsq found that major
part of the child labour does not allocate enough time for education tg
Improve, working skills, even though they are at™the age that should allocate
their time for academic or vocatiopal education eithef in school or out of
school.  This in the long run may have adverse social effect in terms of
quality and productivity of labotr force. For the study of the determinants
of time_allocation, it was found that if household's inCome increased
allocation of time to work of child Iabour would become less, If the child
Is still in school, working hours will be less because work is considered
secondary activity while sthooling is the main activity. As for the child's
wage, It was found that if the wage rate increased, it would become an
Incentive for household to send their children into the labour market. Th.
longer working hours were found among children with older age which
corfesponds with the fact that_children with younger age_have physical
constraints for market work. The children engaged in doing independent
work were found to have less working hours than-children working in an
enterprise under Labour Law. This Corresponds with the fact that their work
was mainly to help in their parents’ occupation. Types of low income
housing area were also found to influence child labour's allocation of time
in the way that in |mProved housm% areas, working hours would he less since
there were heIRs,aval able from hoth government and private organizationi

in improving their living conditions.

The study results have significant implications for policy to
reduce the problém of child Iabougr In ThaiIancF. POTIcY
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
