Article 1: CAS mediation is a non-binding and informal procedure, based on an
agreement to mediate in which each party undertakes to attempt in good faith to negotiate with
the other party with a view to settling a sports-related dispute. The parties are assisted in their

“Taken as a whole, the UNESCO Convention appears to us to be, so to speak, a
translation — into the positive law of treaties — of the soft law that the Anti-Doping Code still is. It
can be seen as the legal act evidencing recognition of the Agency among States, or more
precisely an act of legal recognition of the legitimacy of the Agency’s actions and objectives, as
well as the means adopted by it to achieve those objectives.

A.l. Objective To ensure that the particular needs of Athletes with impairments are
considered in relation to the provision of a Sample, where possible, without compromising the
integrity of the Sample Collection Session.

A.2. Scope Determining whether modifications are necessary starts with identification of
situations where Sample collection involves Athletes with impairments and ends with
modifications to Sample collection procedures and equipment where necessary and where
possible
