This quasi-experimental research aimed to study the effects of Acceptance and Commitment
Group Therapy on fear of negative evaluation, psychological flexibility, and social anxiety in female
undergraduates. Participants were 52 female undergraduates aged 18-23 who experienced social anxiety.
Participants were randomly assigned into an experimental and control groups of 26 participants in each. Those
in the experiment group participated in a bi-weekly 8-session 2-hour ACT group for a total of 16 hours.
Participants responded to the measures of Brief Fear of Negative Evaluation Scale (BFNE), Social Anxiety—
Acceptance and Action Questionnaire (SA-AAQ), and Interaction Anxiousness Scale (IAS) at pre- and post- group
participation as well as at the 2- and 4-week follow-up periods. Data collected were analyzed using repeated-

measure and between-group MANOVAs. Results demonstrated that:

1) At the post-treatment and 2- and 4-week follow-up periods, the experimental group’s score on
fear of negative evaluation was significantly lower than at the pre-treatment period (p< .001) and was
significantly lower than the control group’ score at the post- treatment and 2-week follow-up periods (p <

.017) as well as at the d-week follow-up period (p< .001).

2) At the post-treatment and 2- and 4-week follow-up periods, the experimental group’s score on
psychological flexibility was significantly higher than at the pre-treatment period (p< .001) but was not
significantly higher than the control group’s score at the post-treatment and 2-week follow-up periods.
However, the experimental group’s score on psychological flexibility was significantly higher than the control

group’ score at the 4-week follow-up period (p< .017).

3) At the post-treatment and 2- and 4-week follow-up periods, the experimental group’s score on
social anxiety was significantly lower than at the pre-treatment period (p< .001) but was not significantly lower
than the control group’ score. However, the experimental group’s score on social anxiety was significantly

lower the control group’ score at the 2- and 4-week follow-up periods (p< .001).
