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The objectives of this research were to analyze the relationship between
.demographic characteristics , media exposure , political knowledge, attitude and the
- participation in political activities affairs among university students. Ouestionnaires were
empioyed to gather data from a total of 400 saimples from universitie in both metropolitan
and suburban areas. Percentage, mean , t-test, One-Way ANOVA and Pearsoh’s Product

Moment Correlation Coefficient were applied to data analyses. SPSS program was ailso uesd
in the data processing process. _ , '

The study found that university students with differenmt demographic characteristics
on parents’ occupation , family incomes , students’ monthly aliowances were differenly
exposed to mass media. Different sexes » however ,-were not differenly exposed to the media.

The study also found that mass media exposure was significantly related to
po|itldal knowledge, but not to political attitude and participation. Political knowledge, was not
related to political attitude and participation. Nevertheless, political attftude was significantly
related to political participation.
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
